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There’s a reason behind the choice of name The Mirfield Maltings — Mirfield was famous for
its large malting industry, producing malted grain for the breweries. Eastthorpe Lodge,
which now houses the Mirfield library, was the home of the Crowther family who owned
one of the major maltings in the 1800’s. Using this unique area’s history from yesteryear,
we are developing what will be an exciting social and cultural project for the benefit of the
residents of Mirfield now, and in the future.
